Thank you for your interest in the FSA Contemporary Issues Fellowship Program (CI). 

For more than half a century, the people of the United States have supported international educational and cultural exchange programs as an investment in global understanding and peace.  Such exchange programs have a long track record of bringing future leaders from around the world to the United States—and of giving talented young Americans invaluable experiences and insights abroad. 
As President George W. Bush has observed, “In today's complex and rapidly changing global marketplace, our collective and individual prosperity relies increasingly on political, economic, and social cooperation that transcends traditional national and cultural barriers.”  The Contemporary Issues Fellowship Program has addressed this challenge successfully for the past seven years. 

Since 1995, the FSA Contemporary Issues Fellowship Program has enabled over 500 policymakers, practitioners, NGO leaders and professionals from Eurasia to conduct research in the United States in their areas of expertise.  

The Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs (ECA) in the U.S. Department of State is responsible for the management and oversight of many of the U.S. government’s international exchanges. Underlying the role of exchanges in U.S. foreign policy is the belief that mutual understanding is of vital importance in an increasingly interdependent world, and that person-to-person exchange and training is the most effective way to promote mutual understanding. ECA also considers that international exchanges enhance the effectiveness of the United States in dealing with other nations, and that the exchange of persons and ideas is essential to the promotion of democracy, economic prosperity, international cooperation, peace and security around the world. 

The Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs has awarded the International Research and Exchanges Board a grant to conduct a merit-based competition to recruit, select, place and support CI Fellows throughout the academic and internship components of the program.  This organization also provides follow-on activities for program alumni to continue fostering the development of democratic systems and market economies after program participants return home.
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About IREX (International Research & Exchanges Board)
IREX (the International Research & Exchanges Board) is the premier US nonprofit organizations specializing in higher education, independent media, Internet development, and civil society programs in the United States, Europe, Eurasia, the Near East, and Asia.

Since its founding in 1968, IREX has supported over 15,000 students, scholars, policymakers, business leaders, journalists, and other professionals.  IREX serves as a major resource for universities, governments, and the corporate sector in understanding international, political, social, economic, and business developments.

All research must be issue and policy-driven with practical application in the NIS.

Technical Eligibility Requirements 

Applicant must:

· Be a citizen of, and residing in, Eurasia (Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russia, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine, or Uzbekistan) at the time of application and interview;

· Be at least age 24, but no older than 55 at the time of the November 22, 2002 deadline;

· Hold an academic degree equivalent to, or above, a US Bachelor of Arts or Bachelor of Science degree (diplom);

· Have at least three years of professional work experience in the topic of the research project; 

· Have a research project in one of the research fields listed above. Research of a highly scientific or medical nature without a clear emphasis on policy will not be considered; 

· Have a high level of proficiency in written and spoken English necessary to conduct independent research in the United States and collaborate with colleagues;

· Submit a complete application with all required documents by the application deadline;

· Be able to receive and maintain a J-1 visa; 

· Be able to begin the fellowship program in mid-August 2003 or mid-February 2004; 

· Not be a spouse of a US citizen or a spouse of a citizen of countries other than the 12 participating Eurasian countries;

· Not be currently participating in academic, training, or research programs outside the 12 participating Eurasian countries;

· Not be currently residing or working outside the 12 participating Eurasian countries;

· Not have previously participated in a program in the United States sponsored or funded by the US government for the past two years (from the application deadline) with a program length of more than six weeks; and

· Not have applied for an immigrant visa to any country, or requested political asylum in any country.  This includes individuals who hold or have applied for a US "green card," or who have applied to the US Diversity Immigrant Visa Lottery.

Applications not meeting the above selection criteria will not be forwarded to the selection committee.

Current IREX employees and consultants and their immediate family members (spouses, parents, children, and siblings) are not eligible to compete in any IREX-administered grant programs, either as individuals or as the responsible party representing an institutional applicant.

IREX does not discriminate against grant applicants because of race, color, religion, sex, age, national origin, disability or any other protected characteristic as established by US law.
Financial and Professional Provisions of the Grant

The program provides a one-day pre-departure orientation in the fellows’ home country before fellows depart to the United States; round-trip travel from fellows’ home cities in Eurasia to US host institutions; accident and sickness medical insurance; a three-day orientation in Washington, DC at the start of the program; a monthly stipend for housing and living expenses; an internship allowance for those who relocate to conduct a one-month internship; a small professional development allowance; access to e-mail and the Internet; and a two-day end-of-program workshop in Washington, DC before fellows return to their home country.

The program also provides post-fellowship opportunities in Eurasia for continued professional growth of alumni.  These opportunities for alumni of US government-sponsored exchange programs in Eurasia generally include the Alumni Small Grants Program, participation in and the development of regional conferences, continuing education programs, seminars, and lecture series, an alumni listserv, and continued access to e-mail, Internet, and the resources of the World Wide Web.

US Host Institution Affiliation

FSA Contemporary Issues Fellowship Program participants will be affiliated with US universities, institutes, think-tanks, non-government organizations, or government offices across the United States appropriate to their research objectives. They will also be matched with a host advisor.  Applicants should suggest US institutions where they would prefer to conduct their research in the application form, question #15. IREX will identify appropriate US host institutions based on the participants’ preferences, recommendations of senior specialists and scholars in the United States, and knowledge of US institutions.  All final host affiliations will be decided by IREX, and IREX does not guarantee placement at host institutions suggested by the applicant.  Participants will spend at least three months at their host institution, and in the fourth month will have the option of participating in an internship at another institution of their choice.   

Selection Process and Program Timeline 

The FSA Contemporary Issues Fellowship Program is conducted as a merit-based open competition. After the deadline, all eligible applications will be read in the United States by qualified US experts on current issues in Eurasia.  Based on these evaluation results, IREX will choose semifinalists who will be interviewed in their home countries by a bi-national committee of US specialists, program alumni, and US embassy representatives.  Semifinalists may be requested to take an English language exam to aid in their US host institution placement in the event that they are chosen as a finalist.  Due to the volume of applications received, IREX reserves the right not to forward explanations to those applicants that were not chosen as program finalists. The overall applicant pool is of high quality, and difficult decisions have to be made among a large number of worthwhile candidates.  

Selection committee readers and interviewers will use the following criteria to evaluate applications (not in order of importance): 

· Demonstrated need to do research in the United States
· Adequate professional experience of applicant
· Overall clarity and organization of research goals and methodology
· Feasibility of project and familiarity with US resources
· Importance of topic to home country
· Potential impact of individual’s project on policy in Eurasia
· English language ability and communication skills
· Few past opportunities to gain knowledge and develop contacts in the United States
· Leadership potential of applicant
· Applicant is a policymaker, government official, NGO staff member, or other practitioner (including but not limited to economists, managers, business leaders, consultants, lawyers, judges, law enforcement officials, human rights activists, political advisors, energy specialists, military and security experts, environmentalists, health care administrators, journalists, library and information scientists, Internet specialists) with research goals that have practical application in Eurasian policy
· Preference is given to applicants living outside of the capital city.

All semifinalists will be interviewed in February-March 2003. All applicants will be notified of their status by late April-May 2003. Contemporary Issues fellows will begin their fellowships in the United States in late August 2003 or late February 2004. All fellows must attend a pre-departure orientation in their home countries in June-July 2003 and a comprehensive program orientation in Washington, DC, prior to beginning fellowships at US host institutions. 

Instructions for Applying to the FSA Contemporary Issues Fellowship Program
Read all instructions and information carefully before filling out the application form.  All forms must be completed in English and must be typed or hand-printed in black ink.  All sections of the application must be completed and submitted together; incomplete applications will NOT be accepted.  Write your full name and citizenship on the upper right corner of each page.  

Important Application Information

NAME OF APPLICANT: Question #1: Write your full, legal name, family name (surname) first.  The spelling of your name should be as it appears in your international passport.  This is the spelling that will be used throughout the length of the program.  Do not translate your name into English.  For example, Maria should be written as such and not translated to Mary.

PERMANENT/HOME MAILING ADDRESS: Question #9: Write your home mailing address.  Use Roman letters only.  Do not translate street or city names into English, only into the English alphabet.  For example, Prospekt Mira should be written as such and not translated to Peace Avenue.  Be sure to include your postal index.  You should also write dom, korpus, and kvartira, as applicable.

CURRENT and SECONDARY WORK ADDRESS: Question #10 - 11: Write your current work address.  If you hold two positions, please include both.  For instance, if you are both a university professor and the director of a non-governmental organization, please give the addresses for both.  Your primary place of employment should be listed first.

PROJECT TITLE: Question #14: This should convey your specific research topic and be understandable to a lay person.

SUGGEST HOST INSTITUTIONS: Question #15: List institutions in the United States at which you would like to be affiliated with during the program if you should you be selected to receive a grant.

PREVIOUS TRAVEL TO THE UNITED STATES: Question # 16: Please include all previous travel to the United States, including the dates and locations of travel.  If you were previously in the United States on a grant, please indicate the name of the grant and the sponsoring organization.

EDUCATIONAL BACKGROUND: Question # 19: Transliterate directly from your native language into English spelling all words pertaining to your education, such as “Dyplom,” or “Kandydat Nauk.” Do not use American equivalents unless you hold a degree from a US academic institution. 

Additional Required Documents

Statement of Research Methodology 

The Statement of Research Methodology must be completed in English and be approximately two pages double-spaced (700-1200 words), typed or printed, and attached to the application.   The quality and feasibility of your research plans will be highly considered by the selection committee during the selection process.
Content:

· State your research topic; 

· Describe in detail your program research goals, methodology, and how specifically you will spend four months conducting research in the United States;

· Describe the preparatory work you have done for this specific project (materials you have read, surveys you have done, interviews you have conducted, etc.);

· Indicate specific US organizations, colleagues, specialists, libraries and other resources you wish to utilize while in the US; and

· If you have interest in a one-month internship, discuss the type of internship experience that will compliment your fellowship goals.

Statement of Policy Implications

The Statement of Policy must be completed in English and be approximately two pages double-spaced (700-1200 words), typed or printed, and attached to the application
Content:

· State how your research contributes to foreign and/or domestic policy issues in your country and its importance to the political, economic, social, legal, or educational challenges facing Eurasia; and

· Describe how you will use and share the information gained during the program in the United States to implement policy and for the benefit of your home country.

Personal Statement

The Personal Statement must be completed in English and be approximately two pages double-spaced (700-1200 words), typed or printed, and attached to the application.  

Content:

· Describe your professional experience in this field and why you are qualified to conduct research in the United States;

· Illustrate your ability to impact your professional field in your country; and

· Clearly outline why it is necessary for you to conduct this research in the United States and not in your home country.

Recommendations

All applicants must include at least two completed recommendation forms from two or more colleagues, specialists, employers, professors or other researchers familiar with the applicant’s work. Recommendations may be from colleagues from Eurasia, the United States, or other countries. A recommendation should include a completed recommendation form, and an additional letter of recommendation with more detail about the applicant.  At least one recommendation must be completed in English. All recommendations not in English must be accompanied by an English translation, which may be done by the applicant. Recommendations must be submitted with the application. Recommendations submitted separately will not be accepted.

Curriculum Vitae (C.V.)
A Curriculum Vitae (C.V.), or resume, must be submitted with the application. The documents must be in English and include the most current data on your education, work experience, publications and honors. A sample C.V. is attached.

C. Submission Guidelines

The deadline for applications for the FSA Contemporary Issues Fellowship Program is FRIDAY, 5:00 p.m., NOVEMBER 22, 2002. Applications may be submitted at any of the IREX offices, IREX representatives, Educational Information Centers, or IREX-administered Internet Access and Training Program (IATP) Public Access Sites in Eurasia as listed in this application. You must submit the original application and four complete copies.  Do not send applications to the IREX office in Washington, DC.  Faxed or e-mailed applications will not be accepted. Collaborative projects from more than one applicant will not be accepted. No application will be returned to the applicant after the end of the competition.

The program reserves the right to verify all of the information indicated in the application.  In the event that there is a discrepancy, or information is found to be false, the application will immediately be declared invalid, and the applicant ineligible.
